Installation Instructions

Disclaimer: Air Curtain ducting to conditioned space is dependent on local codes. Installer/Operator must verify that codes permit 
the pulling of air from an enclosed ceiling area. Return grill supplied by others

3. Once set, tighten the (4) side screws using a Philips head screwdriver and 7/16” socket to hold the inside nut
4. Line up the Back, Sides, and Front Lip of nozzle against Back, Sides & Bottom of the Air Curtain respectively
5. Ensure there is coverage across entire nozzle width of Air Curtain

1. Determine the length 
needed from the 
bottom of the air 
curtain to the nozzle 
outlet, which should 
be as close to top 
of door frame as 
possible.

2. Loosen the (2) 1/4-20” Pan 
head screws on each side 
(four total) as well as the (1) 
1/4-20” Pan head screw on 
the front panel, and slide 
the nozzle extension to 
the desired length, which 
should be as close to top of 
door frame as possible.  

6. Mark positions of the (3) holes in the Bottom 
& Back panel of the Air Curtain. Pre-drill holes 
using a 3-1/16” drill bit

7. Use (3) 5/16” self-drilling Hex head screws (not 
supplied) to attach the front lip of the nozzle to 
the unit & (3) 5/16 self-drilling Hex head screws to 
attach the Back

If further adjustments are needed, the following steps outline how to adjust the nozzle.

Remove the (3) 5/16” self-drilling Hex head screws from the front lip as well as from the back to remove the 
nozzle extension.  Loosen the (2) 1/4-20” Pan head screws on each side as well as the (1) 1/4-20” Pan head 
screw on the front panel. 
NOTE: Do not over-loosen or completely remove the screws. 

Tap nozzle outlet lip with a rubber mallet to retract or extend the nozzle to the desired length. Once length is 
set, tighten all the previously loosened (5) screws using a Philips Head screwdriver and 7/16” socket. Reattach 
the nozzle as per previous steps.

To adjust steering vane at nozzle outlet, use a slip joint pliers. We recommend covering the vane with a towel 
before gripping with pliers to avoid scratching.
It is recommended to have at least two installers for the job.
